Mr. Fink
worked in the livestock department because he histher, Ward Fink Sr., was also a
volunteer in the livestock department. And, the Fik family tradition continues at
the Clearfield County Fair as Stanley’s three daugters worked in the livestock
department, and his grandson.

In 1954, Stanley Fink was named hog and sheep supisor, and in 1973,
he became the livestock superintendent, which hemained until he retired in 2004.
Mr. Fink held that job for 50 years, and had 57 toal years in that department. As
superintendent, Mr. Fink hired the gut gang, got tle barns and stables ready for the
livestock and the racehorses, and made sure the amls had enough hay. he hired
the judges, booked the exhibitors and assigned tlpens for the animals.

Mr. Fink was honored by the Fair Board in 1982 fo outstanding service
and in 2004 He was named by the Pennsylvania Statesociation of County Fairs
as the “Pennsylvania State Fair Person of the Year”

Stanley Fink is a 55 year member of Station No. df the Clearfield
Volunteer Fire Department, where he also served dresident for two years.

Exhibitors of animals at livestock shows shalhitime deport themselves with honesty and goamtsmanship. Their conduct in this
competitive environment shall always reflect thghieist standards of honor and dignity to promoteath@ncement of agricultural education.
This code applies to junior as well as open clakib@ors who compete in structured classes of aatitipn. This code applies to all livestock
offered in any event at a livestock show. In additio the “ IAFE National Code of Show Ring Ethidsjrs and livestock shows may have
rules and regulations which they impose on thellosanty, date, provincial and national levels.

All youth leaders working with junior exhibitorseaander an affirmative responsibility to do morarttavoid improper conduct or questionable
acts. Their moral values must be so certain asitipe that those younger and more pliable wilifftuenced by their fine example. Owners,
exhibitors, fitters, trainers and absolutelyp@ssible persons who violate the code of ethickfaiifeit premiums, awards and auction proceeds
and shall be prohibited from future exhibitionaiccordance with the rules adopted by the respefdivs and livestock show. Exhibitors who
violate this code of ethics demean the integpitgll livestock exhibitors and should be prohitifeom competition at all livestock shows in the
United States and Canada.

The following is a list of guidelines for all exlibrs and all livestock in competitive events:

1. All exhibitors must present, upon request ofdad livestock show officials, proof of ownershipngth of ownership and age of all animals
entered. Misrepresentation of ownership, age pifacts relating thereto is prohibited.

2. Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers or absaljuresponsible persons shall provide animal heagttificates from licensed veterinarians upon
request by fair or livestock show officials.

3. Junior exhibitors are expected to care forgmodm their animals while at fair or livestock stoow

4. Animals shall be presented to show events witenewill enter the food chain free of violatingud residues. The act of entering an animal
in a livestock show is the giving of consent by tlener, exhibitor, fitter, trainer and/or absolyte¢sponsible person for show management to
obtain any specimens of urine, saliva, blood oeptubstances from the animal to be used in testinignals not entered in an event which
culminates with the animal entering the food ctsdiall not be administered drugs other than in atanoee with applicable federal, state and
provincial statutes, regulations and rules. Livektshall not be exhibited if the drugs administeredccordance with federal, state and provincial
statutes, regulations and rules affect the anipetformance or appearance at the event. If tharddory report on the analysis of saliva, urine,
blood or other sample taken from the livestockidates the presence of forbidden drugs or meditativs shall be prima facie evidence such
substance has been administered to the animat gitkernally or externally. It is presumed that sample of urine, saliva, blood, or other
substance tested by the laboratory to which iefg & accurate and the report received from ther&tory pertains to the sample taken from the
animal in question and correctly reflects the ctindiof the animal at the time the sample was taléth the burden on the owner, exhibitor,
fitter, trainer or absolutely responsible persopitove otherwise. At any time after animal arrieasthe fair or livestock show premises, all
treatments involving the use of drugs and/or meitina for the sole purpose of protecting the heaftthe animal shall be administered by a
licensed veterinarian.

5. Any surgical procedure or injection of any fgresubstance or drug or the external applicatfoang substance (irritant, counterirritant or
similar substance) which could affect the animpksformance or alter its natural contour, confiiorabr appearance, except external
applications of substances to the hoofs or horrmphals which affect appearance only and excemayical procedures performed by a duly
licensed veterinarian for the sole purpose of mtotg the health of the animal, is prohibited.

6. The use of showing and/or handling practicedemices such as striking animals to cause swellising electrical contrivance or other
similar practice are not acceptable and are prtedbi

7. Direct criticism or interference with the juddair or livestock show management, other exhilitbreed representatives or show officials
before, during or after the competitive event ishbited. In furtherance of their official duty] aldges, fair and livestock show management, or
other show officials shall be treated with courtesyoperation and respect and no person shalltditecsive or threatening conduct toward them.
8. No owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or abs@lly responsible person shall conspire with anopfeeson or persons to intentionally violate this
code of ethics or knowingly contribute or coopenaith another person or persons either by affimmagiction or inaction to violate this code of
Ethics. Violation of this rule shall subject sunlividual to disciplinary action.

9. The application of this code of ethics proviftasabsolute responsibility for an animals coraditby an owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer or
Participant whether or not he or she was actuaifrumental in or had actual knowledge of the meatt of the animal in contravention of this .
code of ethics.

10. The act of entering an animal is the givingafsent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainembsolutely responsible person to have
disciplinary action taken by the fair or livestagtkow for violation of this Code of Show Ring Ethasd any other rules of competition of the fair
or livestock show without recourse against the dailivestock show. The act of entering an animahie giving of consent that any proceedings of
disciplinary action taken by the fair or livestagtkow may be published with the name of the violatoriolators in any publication of the
International Association of Fairs and Expositiansjuding Fairs and Expositions and any specigicee to members.

11. The act of entering an animal in a fair oesitock show is the giving of verification by theraw, exhibitor, fitter, trainer or absolutely
responsible person that he or she has read the Meffienal Code of Show Ring Ethics and understdhesonsequences of and penalties
provided for actions prohibited by the code.
